	Teacher Conference/ Begin Recording Podcasts 

Individuals will conference with teacher and receive feedback to make final podcast revisions.

	· Students will conduct a web search to find any events that have been shaped by the Natural Disaster they have been researching.
· Once students have researched their event, they will write a short paragraph to summarize the event. They should follow the prompts provided to help gear their writing. (See Historical Event)
	· Students will now take their paragraphs to help them write a news cast script for them to act out for a group podcast. They will be encouraged to not simply read their paragraphs, but rather model them after a typical news report.
· Students will be put into groups of three and be graded on the Podcast Rubric.
	· Students will be working in their groups again to wrap up their script writing. 

· Students should begin to rehearse their podcast performances.

· Peers must share “One Glow and One Grow”.
	· Teacher will work briefly with groups to provide immediate feedback using podcast rubric.

·  Students will make their final revisions to their scripts and performances.

· Students must sign-up for conferences for Friday, Monday or Tuesday to meet with teacher for final revisions.


	· Once they have completed their revisions, those students will take turns recording their podcasts. No revisions can be made once recording has begun. 
· Those who finish early must be sure to have all components of webpage complete. 

· Any students with grades below satisfactory may take this time to revise.
