	· Activate prior knowledge through Carousel Activity on each of the Natural Disasters 

( Carousel Activity)

· Read in-class text on Natural Disasters

· Show video clip on the various types of disasters (Introduction to Natural Disasters)

· Discuss how and where we will gather information about our topics

	· Students will directed to visit the classroom website to browse types of natural disasters from FEMA and National Geographic’s sites.

· Students will respond to classroom blog after choosing disaster to work with. They may not change once they have blogged! ( See Blog Rubric for response assessment)
· Go over how to retell information from the internet/resources to cite the original source (Use: Retelling Checklist)
	· Finish all blog entries 
· All others will start a picture search of their natural disaster and save them in a file folder (5 maximum) 

· If time, students may define their disasters in a word document using web resources from class web page

· Teacher will model sample Popplet Brainstorming Web to demonstrate which information to gather on Natural Disasters (See Popplet Rubric)
	· Review how to retell information from original sources (Retelling Checklist)

· Go over the components of the Popplet Rubric (Attached)

· Students will begin to gather information from resources and receive the link to the blank Popplet 

· Teacher will conduct informal conferences with each student to monitor progress


	· Students will continue to complete Popplet web

· 10 minutes before the end of class, students will be paired up to work with a partner to review content of each Popplet web

· Both students will complete a rubric and hand in after viewing their peer’s web

· Following the grading of the rubric, the students will then meet and make the proper corrections
