· Students will take the day to complete their Glogster posters using their brainstormed ideas. Be sure record progress on class guide.

· Students will pair up with a partner to proofread and revise their posters with Glogster rubric.

· Students should revise accordingly. 

· All rubrics will be collected to be considered with final score.
	· Students will receive their final Glogster scores.

· Teacher will be introducing students to further historical research on natural disasters by modeling a web search. 
· Students may begin to browse for any historical events associated with their natural disaster. They should record notes on the 5 W’s. (Who, What, When, Where, Why) (See Historical Event on site)
