Class BLOG: Students must post website links on classroom blog!

	· The teacher will be conferencing with each student to provide a final score for their Popplets using rubric
· Using Popplets, students will be writing their first draft, three paragraph essay on their natural disaster 

· Go over essay rubric to explain the expectations with students ( See teacher created) (6 +1 WTR is also available)
· Model with teacher written essay on Tornadoes
	· Students will complete their rough drafts checking all while for  the 6 + 1 writing traits 
· They will hand in their rough drafts at the end of class
· If students finish early, they may browse class website and respond to peer blogs    (3 min)

	· Rough drafts will be returned to students with scored rubrics. Corrections should be made at this time. Any student who is requested to meet with teacher for a revision conference will be held. 

· Final drafts will be typed in word document (These will later be uploaded to personalized web pages.)

· Any who finish early may respond to peer blogs

· All final copies need to be handed in at the end of class. If not complete, it will become homework.

· Students will blog their response to the essential question.

· Teacher will lead an open class discussion of essential question while mentioning some student postings
· Using teacher model, introduce students to creating their own weebly.com web pages to display all their work on Natural Disasters.
	· Students will create their own web page that will include all their work done on their Natural Disaster. Teacher will walk student through the process, step by step. All students will have the same password: Bumblebee. (See Weebly Guide)
· Once page is created, students can add the headings detailed on modeled web page (See Weebly Rubric)
